Climate change primarily affects water with unpredictable rainfall patterns, aquatic 

ecosystems degradation, altered river flows, sea level rise-induced salinization of coastal 

groundwater, more frequent and intense floods and droughts. Water-related disasters 

represent about 90% of all natural disasters. 

Nature-based Solutions (NbS) are effective no-regret measures that can help address 

this challenge of climate change adaptation. Now that the IUCN global standard for Nature-

based Solution has been made public, this session will present case studies of Nature-based 

Solutions that were implemented because of their climate change adaptation benefits.
