The collection of data

• Monitoring and control by an 
administrator before the 
publication

• Some data is used to produce
key graphs and charts



Dissemination of data

Different publishing formats: 

– Display on the website’s pages

– Downloadable files

– Exports with database queries 
(csv, xls ...)

– Webservices

– Open Archive Initiative repository 
harvestable



Data valorisation

Data is introduced in different
forms:

– Sheets with tabs

– Instructions

– Interactive maps

– Datavisualisation

– Teaching aids (infographics, 
book enriched…)

– Articles

– Tables….



Data valorisation

• Provision of research tools to get the data 
more easily



Communication

Data is passed through different communication media :

– Information letters

– Social networks

– RSS

… and also the stakeholders network 



Update of the existing data

• Update in the course of the information 
provided by the stakeholders

• Regular requests from the Gest’eau facilitators
team

• Update following the evolution of national 
context, for example, the change of the 
regional subdivisions

• Exports and status interactive map are 
autommatically updated whenever a database
is modified

• Annual updating of the key charts



Conclusion

• Gest'eau enables to centralise and share information 
on SAGE and environment contracts.

• The input is carried out by the stakeholders of the 
integrated management and the facilitators team.

• This information is disseminated in different forms 
depending on the nature of the data.

• Their valorisation allows a more effective diffusion.
